Project Grudge:
 

Project Sign was decommissioned on February 11, 1949. Projects Signs final report was classified “Secret”. Although it looked like the Air Force closed its doors on flying disk investigations; the fact is it did not. The Air Force changed the name of the project to Project Grudge.

Project Grudge was developed not to explain flying disk reports, but to put a tag on every single report coming in to the Air Force. This concept would look good in a report but offer no new scientific theory as to what flying disks are. Project Grudge faired no better than Project Sign and closed down after 8 months and issued a final report of 273 flying disk sightings, which 23% were listed as unidentified.

September 11, 1951 a last grasp effort was organized by Captain Edward J. Ruppelt, who took over as the head of Grudge. A new short lived effort to revive the program began and was tagged Grudge II. About the only thing new to the program was the office forms used and it soon was given up to Battelle Memorial Institute a think tank which the government asked to take over the job of explaining flying disk reports. They were to review all reports to date. In March of 1952 Project Blue Book was formed which became the official UFO study group for the United States. Blue Book lasted until 1969.
